¢ Adopt universal meals and allow all students to receive free breakfast and lunch while in school.

e  School Breakfast Program should be supported to ensure it is reaching all students who do not receive a healthy breakfast at home.

e  Maintain the integrity of the Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program by allowing only fresh fruits and vegetables to be offered.

e  Expand Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program to reach all eligible schools.

e Put policies in place to deal with unpaid meal debt that do not stigmatize children or prevent them receiving the full school meal.

e Support school nutrition professionals through training, technical assistance, and other approaches to help them reduce food waste
without weakening the nutrition standards.

e Urge U.S. Department of Agriculture, in coordination with the U.S. Department of Education, to develop guidance on timing and
length of lunch to help schools address this issue.

e Improve the lunch period through appropriate time of day and length of lunch, as well as overall cafeteria environment.

e Continue and increase support to provide nutritious, appealing meals through training and technical assistance.

e Increase investment in infrastructure through equipment grants and salad bars.
